Airport. The reason for my contact is our school has an expedition element to our school - a one week exploration of a spe-
cific topic, and I have chosen 'board games' as my topic. This expedition week is from November 16th through November
20th. In this expedition, approximately 20-25 students will look at the element of games, statistical probability within games,
and discuss game theory.

Students will begin to analyze games of strategy vs. games of chance, and how different games have different
percentages of these elements. As a culminating activity, students will have an opportunity to build their own board game,
build an expansion to an existing game, or analyze a game for the most statistically advantageous moves within a game.
